	Description of content:  According to Thailand’s Notification:  G/SPS/N/THA/92 dated 29 October 2002, the bilateral consultation for accreditation of establishments of origin of animals and animal products was set up as a requirement of the announcement, however, the Department of Livestock Development of Thailand found from the procedure checking  that many exporting establishments of animals and animal products have never been accredited prior to export to Thailand.  Therefore, DLD finds it necessary to establish requirements for the Importation of day-old-poultry, boar and bovine Semen to prevent the risk of introduction of animal diseases into Thailand as well as to protect human from infectious diseases.  The requirements are as follows:
(1)
Non-approved poultry hatcheries, boar and bovine semen establishments will no longer be qualified for export of day-old-poultry, boar and bovine semen to Thailand after the grace period (15 April – 15 October  2010).

(2)
During the grace period, the local importers or exporting companies who intend to continue to export those items to Thailand should request DLD for on-site inspection of establishments to fulfil the process of accreditation at least one month prior to the proposed date.

(3)
DLD veterinary inspectors team will be dispatched to accredit the requested establishment within one month after the request.

(4)
The stakeholders will be informed of the accreditation result by 15 days.  The list of approved establishments will be available on DLD website (http://www.dld.go.th)  and could also be retrieved from the DLD’s international quarantine stations at port of entry.

After the effective date of 16 October 2010, any establishment that did not comply with this measure will not be eligible to export to Thailand until the process of inspection is completed.
