	Description of content:  This directive outlines proposed phytosanitary requirements for plants for planting and decorative branches that are considered hosts of Anoplophora spp.  At the time of writing this directive, specific information pertaining to two species of Anoplophora (A. chinensis and A. glabripennis) was available and included in this document.  However, the entire genus Anoplophora spp. is currently regulated by the CFIA.  The requirements proposed in this directive are intended to mitigate the risk of unintentional introduction of these quarantine pests to Canada with imported propagative plant material and decorative branches.
Please note that this document is intended to provide import requirements to prevent the entry of Anoplophora spp. via plants for planting pathway and fresh decorative branches only.  Other commodities which may contribute to the dissemination of these pests are regulated in other CFIA policies.
