	Description of content:  The CFIA has prepared a Pest Risk Management document for Erichloa villosa, which is an invasive plant pest.  Eriochloa villosa has recently been introduced to Canada, where it is known to occur only in five confined sites monitored by CFIA.  Eradication in these sites is feasible and cost-effective.  The Risk Management Document outlines options for mitigating the risk of reintroducing and further spreading Eriochloa villosa in Canada, and recommends to regulate Eriochloa villosa as a quarantine pest under the Plant Protection Act.
The CFIA is maintaining the measures notified in G/SPS/N/CAN/239, in which Eriochloa villosa is listed as a Class 1 Prohibited Noxious Weed under the Weeds Seeds Order.  As such, imported and domestic seed has been regulated for the presence of Eriochloa villosa since 2005.

In addition to the measures already in place, the CFIA is proposing to regulate Eriochloa villosa as a quarantine pest under the Plant Protection Act and to add Eriochloa villosa to the "List of Pests Regulated by Canada".  CFIA would then have authority to require preventive conditions for the import in Canada of host commodity material. 

As well, Eriochloa villosa will be added to the list of regulated pests in the following existing directives, thereby requiring any phytosanitary measures laid out in them to be met:

· Directive 99-01 - Barley, Oats, Rye, Triticale and Wheat - Phytosanitary Requirements on Import, Transshipped, In-Transit and Domestic Movement;

· Directive 95-28 - Plant Protection Import and Domestic Movement Requirements for Corn, Zea Mays;  and

· Directive 94-17 - Plant Protection Phytosanitary Import Requirements for Soybean Seed.

New directives may be developed to address the presence of Eriochloa villosa and other pests in imported millet, sorghum grain, birdfeed and other grain.
