	Description of content:  The proposed revision of CFIA Policy Directive D-95-03 will include all ports in infested areas of Russia, Japan, China, and the Republic of Korea known to pose a potential risk for the introduction of the Asian gypsy moth (AGM) into Canada by marine vessels travelling through these ports during the period in which the insect may be distributed onto marine vessels.
Vessels that have visited any of the infested areas in Russia, China, and the Republic of Korea between 1 July and 30 September or Japan during periods specified in D-95-03 (10th Revision), are required to be thoroughly cleaned of all life stages of the Asian strain of gypsy moth and to present phytosanitary certificate or other approved document endorsed by an National Plant Protection Organization of the country which the marine vessel visited prior to entry into Canadian ports between 1 March and 15 October each year.
Until March 2012, Canada will not take enforcement action on vessels that do not present a certificate provided an inspected vessel is found free of AGM.  Between 16 October and 28 (or 29) February audit inspections may be conducted on all vessels without causing delay to the vessel's schedule.
