	Description of content:  Australia is proposing to amend the conditions for the importation of fresh mango (Mangifera indica L.) fruit from the Philippines to allow fruit from the province of Davao del Sur of Mindanao Island, to be imported into Australia subject to conditions.
Consistent with existing policies for the importation of mangoes from areas where fruit flies are present, pre-export vapour heat treatment is required to mitigate the risks associated with Bactrocera cucurbitae, B. occipitalis and B. philippinensis.

On the basis of a submission supporting area freedom from mango pulp weevil (Sternochetus frigidus) and mango seed weevil (Sternochetus mangiferae), Biosecurity Australia is satisfied that the province of Davao del Sur of Mindanao Island meets Australia's requirements for recognition and maintenance of pest free areas.  This area freedom recognition is subject to audit and ongoing verification by the Australian Government Department of Agriculture, Fisheries and Forestry.
The report concludes that the mealybugs Rastrococcus invadens and R. spinosus are risks on the commodity.  These risks will be adequately managed by the pre-export phytosanitary certification and on-arrival inspection for P. lilacinus already being applied to mangoes from the Philippines (Guimaras Island).
