· Revise the coliforms standard in Ice cream, Ice cream mix and Sterilized/Non-sterilized egg products:
· Ice cream, Ice cream mix: 10 cfu/ml -> n=5, c=2, m=10, M=100;
· Sterilized egg products: 10 cfu/ml -> n=5, c=1, m=10, M=100;
· Non-sterilized egg products: 100 cfu/ml -> n=5, c=1, m=100, M=1000;
· Pidan: Negative -> n=5, c=0, m=0;
· Revise the nutrient specifications of Infant formulas:
· Establishing the specification of Selenium in Infant formula (powder), Follow-up Infant formula (powder) and Other Infant formulas (powder);
