The only change to this IHS is to include an IHS schedule specifically for Phalaenopsis spp. nursery stock, which prescribes the import requirements for Chinese Taipei and all other countries.  The new IHS schedule includes a new option for the import of Phalaenopsis whole plants from Chinese Taipei.

The import requirements for Phalaenopsis whole plants and tissue cultures from all other countries remain unchanged.
