However, the DLD added the requirement that

exporting countries of animal and animal products must complete the DLD’s questionnaire for approval

before the DLD send its team to conduct on-site inspections for each exporting country.

exporters verify the full set of import requirements with their foreign customers, who are normally best
equipped to research such matters with local authorities, before any goods are shipped. FINAL
IMPORT APPROVAL OF ANY PRODUCT IS SUBJECT TO THE IMPORTING COUNTRY’S
RULES AND REGULATIONS AS INTERPRETED BY THE BORDER OFFICIALS AT THE TIME
OF PRODUCT ENTRY.
