Section IV. Government Certificate Legal Entry Requirements  

 

1. For all certificates mentioned in section I:    

 

1.1. The original certificate must accompany the product at the time of entry for the 

inspection. A shipment receives final release once the importer submits original 

certificates.  

 

1.2. The certificate is valid as indicated on each certificate. 

 

1.3. The certificate valid only for the accompanied shipment and cannot be transferred.  

 

2. For shelf stable products, such as processed foods, canned goods, pet food of plant origin, 

baking ingredients, or beverages: 

 

2.1. FDA Certificate to a foreign government: Food for human consumption is accepted by 

UAE. U.S. suppliers need to include information to link the certificate to the shipment 

(see sample of the certificate included in this report). 

 

2.2. Certificate of free sale or health and sanitary certificate issued by U.S. state 

departments of agriculture or health are accepted by the UAE if they include 

information to link it to the shipment. For example, this includes container number, 

invoice number, production dates, expiration date, lot number, quantity, and any other 

information to link the certificate with the shipment.  

 

2.3. Suppliers or manufacturers and U.S. Chamber of Commerce Export Declarations of 

food safety are not accepted by UAE authorities. 

 

2.4. The following information should be included on the certificate:   

• Letterhead and address of issuing authority   

• Title of document  

• Certificate number 

• Date of issue  

• Exporter and importer name  

• Item description  

• Quantity and weight  

• Production and expiration dates  

• Fitness for human consumption  

• Authorized signature and stamp 

 

3. Halal Certificate as indicated in section I:   

 

3.1. Only halal certificates issued by UAE-approved halal certifiers are accepted. For more

 I, the undersigned USDA accredited veterinarian, certify that the consignment described above 

 meets the following requirements: 
  

 1. The United States is free of foot and mouth disease and contagious bovine pleuropneumonia. 

 

 2. Bluetongue: 

   

    The donor animals were kept in a vector-protected establishment for at least 60 days before   

    commencement of, and during, collection of the semen.*

    Health Code (General Hygiene in Semen Collection and Processing Centers) or equivalent. 

  

 7. The donor animals were tested for the following diseases, in accordance with the Certified  

    Semen Services (CSS) Minimum Requirements for Disease Control of Semen Produced for AI: 

    trichomoniasis, leptospirosis, bovine tuberculosis, campylobacteriosis, and brucellosis.
