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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Food and agricultural exports into Nigeria must conform to national and international standards.
Prospective exporters will need to obtain approvals, permits, export certificates and licenses after
product testing and certification through the competent authority in the exporting country or an
independent accredited body. The overall goal is to ensure products and commodities meet
internationally acceptable food safety, public health, and environmental standards.

There is no generic import license/permit that covers all goods brought into Nigeria. The types of
agricultural goods or food products to be imported will determine the required import licenses. There
are various government agencies responsible for issuing import permits and licenses to importers for
the various categories of goods to be brought into Nigeria. Some agricultural and/or food products
require more than one license from two or more government agencies, to complete the process.

Before an import permit is obtained, there are questions to be asked to determine which agency is
responsible for issuing the necessary import permit. Not all goods can be imported into Nigeria. Some
items, which cannot be imported into Nigeria at the moment, are clearly listed on the Nigerian
Customs Service’s list of contraband items (https://customs.gov.ng/?page id=3075). Requesting
government of Nigeria (GON) ministries, agencies and departments are indicated in the Section Il table.
