China’s SPS Enquiry Point at sps(@customs.gov.cn will accept comments
until May 27, 2024.

China previously published mandatory national food safety standards for MRLs of pesticides
allowed in foods under GB2763-2021 and GB2763.1-2022 that cover more than 10,000 MRLs of
over 500 pesticides in hundreds of food categories, please refer to FAS GAIN Report CH2021-
0099 and CH2023-0042 for translation of the above-mentioned standards. The newly WTO
notified standards would update the MRLs listed in GB2763-2021 and GB2763.1-2022 to the
ones listed in the new standards.

This report provides an unofficial translation of the draft notified standard. Stakeholders should
conduct their own review of the standard.
