	Description of content:  This directive outlines the phytosanitary requirements for root crops that are imported to Canada for consumption or processing.  These requirements are intended to mitigate the risk of introducing and disseminating soil-borne plant pests of quarantine concern to Canada.  Requirements for plants and plant parts intended for planting, as well as for ginseng (Panax spp.) roots and potato (Solanum tuberosum) tubers for consumption, are not included in this directive. 
Under this revision of the directive, the following changes are being proposed: 

· Removal of the requirements related to soybean cyst nematode (Heterodera glycines);

· Root crops imported with soil from states in the continental United States where none of the soil-borne pests regulated under the directive are known to occur may enter Canada accompanied by a Certificate of Origin, rather than a Phytosanitary Certificate;

· Adding fresh herbs imported with roots to the scope of this directive;

· Clarification of existing requirements;

· An update to the distributions of the soil-borne pests regulated under this directive and the phytosanitary requirements associated with each.
