	Description of content:  The requirements established for the importation of tortoises (Stigmochelys pardalis, Geochelone sulcata, Kinixys belliana including their sub-species) from all countries have been promulgated on 4 March 2011.  The highlight of the requirements are in brief as follows:
1. There was no case of tuberculosis, Salmonellosis or massive deaths during the previous 12 months.

2. The tortoises shall be detained for pre-export quarantine on an approved isolated quarantine premises under the supervision of the animal quarantine authorities of the exporting country for at least 30 days prior to shipment.

3. Different requirements for large number (more than five heads) of imported tortoises in each consignment.

4. The tortoises shall be subjected to pre-export quarantine and post-arrival quarantine.  Treatment against internal and external parasites is required.
