If no, describe, whenever possible, how and why it deviates from the international standard:  Codex has established an MRL for residues of glyphosate in or on maize at 5 ppm.  The MRL for maize would cover residues of glyphosate on corn (maize) forage.  This MRL is different than the tolerance being established for glyphosate on field corn forage in the United States due to differences in Codex and US residue definitions.  The US tolerance of 13 ppm for corn, field, forage is necessarily higher than the Codex MRL to account for residues of both glyphosate and its metabolite N-acetyl glyphosate.  N-acetyl glyphosate is found in genetically modified (GMO) glyphosate-resistant commodities, including corn, grown in the United States.  Therefore, it is included in the US tolerance but not the Codex expression, accounting for the difference in the established MRLs.
