	Description of content:  The Canadian Food Inspection Agency (CFIA) has revised D‑02‑12, to clarify that the treatment requirements for de-barked lumber of non-tropical species must be clearly indicated in the treatment section of the phytosanitary certificate.  The phytosanitary requirements for export of de-barked lumber of non-tropical species have not changed.  In the case of heat treatment, the Phytosanitary Certificate must state in the treatment box or as an additional declaration that:  "Each piece of wood has attained a minimum temperature of 56ºC throughout the profile of the wood (including at its core) for a minimum of 30 minutes".  In the case of fumigation the treatment must meet the requirements outlined in Appendix 1 of D-02-12;  the treatment must be verified by the NPPO of the exporting country.  Referencing a Fumigation Certificate in lieu of providing treatment details on the Phytosanitary Certificate will not be accepted.
