	Description of content:  At these draft annexes (Annexes II or III to Regulation 396/2005) the maximum residue levels (MRLs) for certain commodities are increased for:  aminopyralid, azoxystrobin, boscalid, buprofezin, chlorantraniliprole, cypermethrin, cyprodinil difenoconazole flusilazole, fosetyl, imidacloprid indoxacarb, isoxaflutole, ethephon, fenitrothion, lambda-cyhalothrin, mandipropamid, metazachlor, methomyl, profenofos, prothioconazole, pyraclostrobin, spinetoram, spirotetramat, tebuconazole, thiacloprid, triadimefon, triadimenol and trifloxystrobin.
For sulphur no MRLs are needed.  It has been added in alphabetical order to Annex IV to Regulation 396/2005, so those substances on which the setting of any MRLs is not needed.
