	Description of content:  The purpose of this notification is to inform all countries on the health certification requirements for the importation of ornamental fish into Malaysia.  The main content of this notification are as follows:
(i)
The health certificate which consists of disease certification shall be issued by competent authority of all exporting countries with regard to Spring Viraemia of carp (SVC), Koi Herpes virus disease (KHV), Epizootic ulcerative syndrome (EUS), Epizootic haematopoietic necrosis (EHN), and White Spot disease (WSD) for export of all ornamental fish into Malaysia that contain susceptible species for these diseases, as listed under the latest edition of the Aquatic Animal Health Code and the Manual of Diagnostic Test for Aquatic Animals of the OIE.

(ii) 
For export of goldfish (Carrasius auratus) into Malaysia, health certification is also required for Furunculosis (Aeromonas salmonicida) and Goldfish haematopoietic necrosis virus (GFHNV).

(iii)
For export of marine fish into Malaysia, the competent authority shall declare the disease status of marine fish and that they are wild caught only, from area at least 5 kilometres from any finfish aquaculture operation, and have not come into contact with water, equipment or fish associated with farmed food fish.
