	Description of content:  There is an interest to import into the European Union colostrum and colostrum products as feed material for farmed animals and for technical purposes.  Economic operators have indicated their interest in the use of colostrum and colostrum products for the production of feed material and for technical purposes.  The demand for such products from economic operators should be met and rules should therefore be laid down for the importation of such animal by-products.  However, colostrum is an animal by-product which may pose a risk for the transmission of certain diseases, such as foot-and-mouth disease, tuberculosis, brucellosis and enzootic-bovine-leukosis to susceptible animals.  In order to safeguard animal health, the importation of colostrum and colostrum products should therefore be subject to certain conditions.
