This specific Regulation will consolidate in one regulation the EU regulatory framework on plastics.  Currently those rules are dispersed over six Directives and eight amendments covering basic rules for plastic materials, lists of authorized substances and rules for migration testing from plastic materials. 
In addition it will clarify our interpretation stemming from the Regulation (EC) No 1935/2004 that nano materials can only be used with prior authorization. 

The Regulation will also authorize the use of 21 new substances.
