This proposal seeks to amend the Regulation on Quarantine Methods and Standards for Items Specified for Quarantine Inspection.
Addition of microchip implantation and neutralizing antibody test to rabies to the quarantine method for dogs, cats, and so on:

(1)
A microchip should be implanted into the imported animal's body for the purpose of identification and the identification number should be stated in the health certificate.

(2)
A neutralizing antibody test to rabies should be subjected not less than three months and not more than 24 months prior to shipment in the internationally approved laboratories with a positive result equivalent to at least 0.5 IU/ml or higher.  But the animals from rabies-free region or under 90 days old are ruled out.
