(1) The cattle shall be subject to the disease tests during the pre-export quarantine period in Australia such as paratuberculosis, enzootic bovine leucosis, bovine genital campylobacteriosis, trichomonosis, bluetongue and bovine anaplasmosis.

(2) The treatment for internal and external parasites and animal welfare consideration for the pregnant cattle are required.
