	Description of content:  The objective of this draft Regulation is to align the maximum levels for polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons to the scientific opinion of the European Food Safety Authority (EFSA) of June 2008, in which EFSA concluded that benzo(a)pyrene on its own is not a suitable marker for the group of polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons and that a system of four or eight marker substances would be more appropriate. The draft Regulation introduces maximum levels for the sum of four substances (benzo(a)pyrene, benz(a)anthracene, benzo(b)fluoranthene and chrysene) while maintaining separate maximum levels for benzo(a)pyrene.
