	Description of content:  The draft Regulation introduces changes to the MRLs of the following substances that are no longer authorized in the European Union:  Acephate, Alachlor, Aldrin and Dieldrin, Anilazine, Azocyclotin and Cyhexatin, Benfuracarb, Butylate, Captafol, Carbaryl, Carbofuran, Carbosulfan, Chlorfenapyr, Chlorthal-Dimethyl, Chlorthiamid, DDT, Diazinon, Dichlobenil, Dicofol, Dimethipin, Diniconazole, Diphenylamine, Disulfoton, Endrin, Ethoxyquin, Fenarimol, Fenitrothion, Fenpropathrin, Flufenzin, Furathiocarb, Heptachlor, Hexaconazole, Lactofen, Lindane, Mepronil, Methamidophos, Methoprene, Monocrotophos, Monuron, Oxycarboxin, Oxydemeton-Methyl, Parathion-Methyl, Phorate, Phosalone, Phoxim, Procymidone, Profenofos, Propachlor, Propisochlor, Pyrasulfutole, Quinclorac, Quintozene, Tolylfluanid, Trichlorfon, Tricyclazole, Tridemorph, Trifluralin.
