- cullet (broken or whole glass bottles, jars etc. for recycling); 

- industrial sweepings for recovery of precious metals;  

- inorganic materials permitted to enter New Zealand for destruction or disposal (for example, asbestos); 

- scrap metal for re-cycling;

- used batteries from vehicles;  and

- other miscellaneous used risk parts (metal).

The IHS excludes coverage of machinery or vehicle parts (see the IHS for Vehicles, Machinery and Tyres - http://www.biosecurity.govt.nz/files/ihs/vehicle-all.pdf).

The revised and re-named IHS:  Inorganic Risk Materials from Any Country (BNZ-STD-IRM) has been developed by expanding the existing MAF IHS:  Scrap Metal from All Countries (BNZ-STD-SCRAPMETAL).  This IHS has been expanded to cover other similar categories of inorganic imported materials that could present a biosecurity risk unless managed under the requirements of an IHS.
